The Law of Restitution is of much practical importance, as it is a source of private law obligations alongside Contracts and Torts.  It is useful for practice in Banking Law, Commercial Practice, Trusts, Taxation and Insolvency.

These two 6-credit courses are offered as co-requisites in the first semester of 2005-6.  Their aims are two-fold: first, to consider a few selected issues in this area of Law; second, to improve students’ analytical and writing skills.  In my experience most students do not 'shine' as much as they should because of their lack of skills rather than lack of knowledge.  If, upon receiving the result slips, you always feel, "I knew the law very well and studied very hard for this subject.  Why is it only a C (or B!)?", then this course may be of use to you.  Exams are about the display of knowledge as much as the possession of it.  
You may find it unusual to have a 12-credit optional course packed into one semester.  This is to enable more time and scope for students to understand the subject at a pace that they are comfortable with.  In my view, students are generally taking too many short and sporadic electives at the expense of depth and a solid grasp of the core concepts of Private Law that are extremely important for their future practice.  The apparently unusual credit arrangement aims at addressing some of these concerns. 
There may be guest lectures by practitioners and judges on the practical application of Restitution in courts and in commercial practice.

Assessment:
25% class participation.  75% take-home examination or 75% presentation on a topic in the course chosen by the student. 
Quota:
20 students.  If more than 20 students are interested, you will be asked to go through preliminary screening.
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
